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Oxigen Environmental to provide Waterford city bin service

Oxigen Environmental has reached agreement with Waterford City Council to provide waste and recycling bin collection services to households in the city.
The outcome of a competitive tendering process means there will be no change to the current pricing regime and collection schedules for Waterford City Council customers. The three-week cycle for grey, green and brown bin lifts will continue while additional brown bin collections will again be provided in summer.

Operating from new Waterford offices near the GPO at 108 The Quay, Oxigen Environmental will create an initial seven jobs in the city which becomes the 10th local authority area in which they provide household bin collections. Recruitment for the newly-created roles with Oxigen is getting underway this week through Hartley People.
Originally established in the northeast in 1987, Oxigen Environmental employs more than 400 people serving more than 80,000 customers in Ireland. With environmental protection as their core value, the company has diversified into a range of sectors including renewable energy and waste to fuel. 

Announcing the company’s entry to the domestic waste and recycling market in Waterford, Noel Boyle, Group Managing Director, Oxigen Environmental said: “As a leading Irish integrated waste management firm, we are delighted to have completed discussions with Waterford City Council and look forward to providing their many customers with continuity in their waste collection service. We see Waterford as very important to our future growth and look forward to putting down deep roots in the local community.
“We are particularly pleased to be able to maintain the existing pricing arrangements provided in 2010 by Waterford City Council and will be writing in coming days to all customers to assure them that it is very much business as usual in terms of charges, payment methods, buying tags from retailers, collection days and waste separation. We are fully committed to ensuring there will be no change for customers and we will continue to deliver value-for-money and an efficient and reliable service.”

Michael Walsh, City Manager, Waterford City Council, added: “We are pleased to have concluded an agreement with Oxigen Environmental who have very considerable experience of delivering waste collection services previously provided directly by local authorities. It was a particular priority for the Council that the new provider commit to maintaining the current pricing and – especially – the waiver scheme which means that those who qualify for this support can continue to enjoy the same level of service for just €50 annually in each of the next four years.
