NEW CEMETERY FOR WATERFORD CITY

The Kilbarry Cemetery was officially opened by the Mayor of Waterford City Cllr. Mary Roche on Wednesday morning the 16th February. Located on Ballybeg Link Road, a major feature of this cemetery is that it is multi-denominational. As part of the opening ceremony, blessings were said by Fr O’Halloran and Fr Declan, Very Reverend Trevor Lester and Roger Johnston from the Quaker community in Waterford. 
The cemetery includes a remembrance wall, plot of angels, columbarium (ashes repository) of natural stonework with granite plaques and space for 4,500 graves. The 10 acre site also contains car parking for 96 cars and contains public toilets. There has been a substantial investment in landscaping of this new cemetery, with a total of 3,684 trees and shrubs planted here. 30,000 daffodils have also been planted to bring colour to the cemetery each spring. The planting, boundary wall of natural limestone stonework, railings and overall design of the cemetery combine to provide an aesthetically pleasing new cemetery.
The Mayor commented that “St Otteran’s Cemetery has been the municipal graveyard for Waterford City since the early 1860s. On average 140 burials have taken place there each year and it has reached its capacity. Kilbarry Cemetery will serve the needs of the city for the coming 150 years.” 

The contractors, Wills Brothers Ltd (Civil Engineering Contractors), GNKA Consulting Ltd (Quantity Surveyors) and Bryan McCarthy & Associates (Consulting Engineers) were also present at the opening.  
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
