Proposal Brief for Companies wishing to gain exclusive rights to become the Official Funfair at The Tall Ships Races 2011 - Waterford

Overview of Event 
The Tall Ships Races is an annual ocean race for sailing ships. It brings together most of the world’s square rigged sailing ships as well as those with more modern rigs. A fleet of up to 100 ships with crews from 20 to 30 different countries participate in the race each year. It takes place in waters around Europe, from the Baltic to the Mediterranean. It typically involves four to five host ports – a race from port one to port two, a cruise in company to port three and a race to port four and onto port five. Time in port is usually three to four days. 
The Tall Ships Races 2011 will start in Waterford and it is anticipated that over 500,000 people will visit Waterford's Quayside to see the ships during the four days from June 30th to July 3rd in what will be the largest visitor attraction in Ireland in 2011.

The Tall Ships Races’ 2005 – Waterford
Waterford was start port to The Tall Ships Races in July 2005 and official Garda estimates for attendance on the Quays in Waterford and along the Suir Estuary between the morning of Wednesday, July 6 and the afternoon of Saturday, July 9 was 450,000. 

Using a conservative average spend of under €70 per visitor, Waterford’s hosting of The Tall Ships’ Races 2005 provided a direct economic boost of over €30m. This figure is backed up by banking sector estimates that there was an additional €10m in banknotes circulating in the city over the four days, with a single ATM machine dispersing €250,000 in one 48-hour period. 

Funfair Brief 

The Organising Committee are therefore looking for a reputable company capable of providing a self contained funfair on the quayside during The Tall Ships Races.
For a negotiated fee the selected company, will gain exclusive rights to become The Official Funfair at The Tall Ships Races 2011 in Waterford.

Proposals are invited from companies who are able to negotiate on these terms and who hold the relevant licenses and insurances.
Due to contractual obligations with Sail Training International the self contained funfair will be located on the Frank Cassin Wharf and will operate between the hours of 12pm to 10pm (sharp) from Thursday 30th June to Saturday 2nd July inclusive. 
Extended scheduling

The scheduling of additional dates prior to the 30th June is open to negotiation.
Initial expressions of interest can now be made to Waterford City Council and should provide the following information:-
