If you are thinking about getting a dog, why not visit Waterford Dog Shelter in Bilberry? This facility is operated by Waterford City Council on behalf of Waterford city and county. The Shelter makes every effort to find suitable homes for all dogs that come through its doors. You can call in to see if there are any dogs that you would like to rehome. If there isn’t a dog there to suit you that day, you are free to leave your details with the Dog Shelter or return another day to see other dogs. Because dogs are surrendered to the Shelter on a regular basis, there are often new dogs to be rehomed. All you need to do is buy a dog licence costing €12.70 from the Post Office and you can help to give a dog a fresh start today.

Waterford Dog Shelter is open 11am – 1pm and 2pm – 4pm Mondays to Friday and 11am – 1pm Saturdays. You can telephone the Shelter on 872247. If the phone is unattended when you call, simply leave a message and your phone number so that your call can be returned.
