Recycle Your Batteries
Many of us have old batteries at home, but are unsure about how to dispose of them.  Some households stockpile them, others bring them to Kilbarry Civic Amenity Site for safe disposal, while others put them in their household bin. 

Household batteries can be recycled in any shop that sells the same type of battery, regardless of whether you purchase anything in their store. Look out for the blue battery box in a shop near you!

Car batteries can be brought back to your local garage or motor factor, and electric fence batteries can be brought to your local agri-store. Batteries should not be disposed of in any of your wheeled bins. This is part of a European Directive which came into force in 2008, to encourage battery recycling across the EU. 
Some batteries contain potentially hazardous materials that, if not properly disposed of could seriously damage both the environment and human health through leakage.

Recycling reduces our dependence on depleting natural resources as Electrical and Electronic Equipment and batteries contain metals, plastics and even glass that can be used again if recovered properly through recycling. Recycling is an important part of creating a sustainable world as it benefits society, the environment and makes economic sense by creating jobs. 77% of WEEE collected by WEEE Ireland is processed here in Ireland.

WEEE Ireland is hoping to encourage more people to collect waste batteries for recycling in the home and office with the launch of "My Battery Recycling Box". This box is being made available free of charge through participating battery retailers and WEEE Ireland special collection events, as well as direct distribution to many homes and schools throughout the country
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
