1. It sets out objectives to prevent and control litter

3. The plan must also set out the various ways to achieve the objectives. 
Waterford City Council is currently preparing a new Litter Management Plan for the next three years. The plan prioritises prevention, control measures and the enforcement of legislation. It also examines ways of improving litter collection, enforcement, education and awareness. 
A draft plan is currently available for public consultation at Environmental Services, Menapia Building, The Mall or on waterfordcity.ie. Why not have your say in how litter is managed in the city? We would like to hear from anyone with an idea or suggestion for reducing the amount of litter in Waterford City. So whether you are a student, a member of a residents association, a business person or an individual householder, we want to hear your suggestions about how we can work together to keep Waterford City litter free.  Your feedback is important to this process and we look forward to hearing from you. All written submissions will be considered before the plan is finalised.
